My name is Sara Reinke, and I'm delighted to be the featured author
for the month of January. I write several genres of fiction, all with
romantic elements, including my current title, BOOK OF DAYS, which
was released in electronic and trade paperback formats from Double
Dragon Publishing's Dragon Tooth Fantasy imprint in September.

In BOOK OF DAYS, the ordinary and seemingly unrelated lives of
Trejaeran Muirel and Qynh Reoder are forever and irrevocably
changed when they learn they are brother and sister, twin heirs to the
throne of Tiralainn, and the children of a murdered King of Men and
Queen of the Elves.

Trejaeran follows his
heart, embarking with a group of Comhar warriors to rescue his
father, while Qynh follows the path destiny would seem to dictate for
her, riding forth with the Comhar army to wage war against Ciardha.

Along each of these perilous and battle-fraught journeys, as new
friends are made, unexpected enemies are discovered, and loves are
fostered and broken, the twins must ultimately decide whether their
fates are predestined, or determined by their own hearts.

Also this year, look for my sci-fi thriller, “Tethers,” to be released in e-
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book and trade paperback from Double Dragon Publishing. In
“Tethers,” survivor Kathryn Emmente must decide who is friend and
who is foe when her cargo vessel, the Daedalus explodes under
mysterious circumstances, killing many among her crew and leaving
the rest of them helpless and stranded on a terra-farming colony
moon of Jupiter called X-1226. They have no means of
communicating with Earth or even the nearest stellar platform for aid.
And as Kathryn learns that the detonations aboard the Daedalus and
the deaths of her fellow crewmates may not have been as accidental
or incidental as they first appeared, she realizes that one among the
survivors may be operating on a hidden, sinister agenda--and that
she and her young daughter, Jerrica could be the next victims.

My first historical novel, “The Spartan and The Fox” will be published
this year by RockWay Press, and available in bookstores and online
retailers worldwide.
